To spread the cost and workload for customers we have devised a payment and delivery programme extending 
over 24 months – so you can build as you buy. 

 

The Foden ’C’ Type Steam Lorry is comprised of 23 individual kits (apart from the Boiler, which is classed as two kits) 
the kits will be delivered at a rate of one kit per month completing delivery over a 24 month period. 

Kits are delivered in an appropriate order to provide a logical build sequence. 

Payment: You can secure your 4½” scale model with an initial deposit followed by 24 monthly instalments. Our prices 
include UK carriage and VAT. Please refer to our latest price list. Overseas customers should contact us regarding 
applicable prices. 

We accept payment by funds transfer, cheque or most credit cards.  We ask for cheques to be sent four weeks 
in advance of kit despatch however cheques are not deposited and payments are not taken from credit cards 
until the kit is ready for despatch.  It is important that payments are made promptly to ensure the regular 
monthly despatch of kits. This will allow completion within the 24 month period. 

Availability of the Foden ’C’ Type Steam Lorry is strictly limited. Orders, accompanied by the requisite deposit, will be 
accepted on a first come, first served basis.  No further production of the Foden ’C’ Type Steam Lorry is currently 
planned.

 Edwin Foden was born in the village 
of Smallwood near Sandbach, 
Cheshire in August 1841, The son of 
a shoemaker he began his working 
life as an apprentice aged 15 at an 
agricultural engineering firm, Plant & 
Hancock in Elworth. Ten years later 
he became a partner in the firm 
which at that time, due to the 
restrictive legislation, only produced 
portable steam engines . By the time 
Edwin took control of the firm, which 
had become Hancock and Foden, he 
was thinking about self propelled 
vehicles and during the 1880’s the 
company began manufacturing 
ag r i cu l tu ra l  s team eng ines .   
A new company was formed in 1887, 
Edwin Foden Sons & Co Ltd, and 
development work commenced on 
Edwin's idea for a superior steam 
wagon. Between 1898-1901 

the War 
O f f i c e 
o r g a n i s e d  
commercia l  
vehicle trials. 
From these 
trials emerged the overtype wagon, 
with the engine over the boiler. 

This particularly British design, which 
dominated the market for the next 
twenty five years, was initially 
produced by Mann and Foden and 
wh i l s t  a  number  o f  o t he r  
manufacturers brought out overtype 
wagons Foden remained the leading 
producer. The five ton overtype 
wagon is probably the most well 
known of the Foden steam wagons.  

Edwin Foden died on 31st August 
1911, being succeeded by his sons 
William and E.R.  

At the onset of World War I the War 
Dept. commandeered all the output 
of the Foden 5 tonners. These 
wagons left the Sandbach factory on 
trains to be transported to France for 
the British Army. Although many 
returned to be sold off as surplus, 
some remained to work in France.  

The only drawback of the overtype 
was the proportion of the total length 

which was taken up by the boiler and 
cab, thus reducing the load carrying 
capacity. This led to the demise of 
the overtype in the mid to late 
twenties as hauliers became more 
demanding. 

Both the 5 and 6 ton models had 
solid tyres, but the Road Traffic Act 
of 1930 caused a number to be 
converted to pneumatics (this was 
also the reason why some wagons 
were cut down to form tractors). 

By the late 1920s it was becoming 
obvious that steam was giving way to 

the internal 
combustion engine. 
This was a difficult time for 
Fodens which resulted in 
E.R. Foden leaving to establish a 
r i v a l  c o m m e r c i a l  v e h i c l e 
manufacturer - E.R.F. Despite all this 
the first Foden diesel was produced 
in 1931 using a Gardner 5L2 engine. 
Production now turned almost 
exclusively to diesel but the company 
was still struggling until, in 1935, 
Will iam Foden returned from 
Australia where he had emigrated 
some years earlier. His presence 
stimulated new confidence and he 
produced the DG range which was to 
transform the company's fortunes.  

DG production continued throughout 
the Second World War as a military 
version had been developed. This 
was built alongside Crusader and 
Centaur tanks and 20mm shells. 
After the war the company seemed 
to expand on many different fronts. 

The development of the FG range, 
the two-stroke diesel and the 
expansion into export markets, 
p r imar i l y  Sou th  A f r i ca  and  
Australasia. Meanwhile the famous 
Foden Motor Works Band, formed on 
Mafeking night 1900, was regularly 
making records and performing 
concerts on the radio.  

It is difficult to list the vast number of 
diverse designs which Fodens 
produced in the fifties and sixties - a 
highly successful dump truck, the 

first GRP cab 
and first British 
tilt cab, single 

and double 
deck buses, 

including the 
f i r s t  r e a r  
engined bus in 

1950, mobile 
crane chassis, 

heavy haulage tractors, 
timber tractors, the innovative 

'twin-load' concept. 

In the 1970's new models appeared 
for the general haulage market and a 
large contract was secured with the 
M.O.D. Unfortunately by the end of 
the decade, due mainly to a 
recession, the company found itself 
in receivership and was acquired by 
Paccar ,  an Amer ican t ruck 
manufacturer. Under new ownership 
the name of Foden has continued to 
be prominent in the commercial 
vehicle industry. With new and 
improved designs  

Quality, durability and excellence of 
engineering are terms which have 
become synonymous with Foden 
products in the past and will be 
equally applicable to Foden products 
in the future for many years to come.
